economic activities and Its absence means a failure to sustain production or to slow its growth
and thus complete paralysis in the short term. Its presence means continuous production,
maximization of profits and an increase in economic benefits in general and profitability in
particular.

Transportation is the tool through which the market can be expanded and the use of human and
material resources in moving the production process towards increasing production, improving
its quality and moving goods and labor to places where it is most needed and beneficial Transport
in Iraq occupies an important place in the national development process and in building the
economic and social structure of the country.

Therefore, it plays the greatest role in the field of comprehensive economic development, which
provides extensive services in the field of transport of people, goods and materials varied
between cities and production sites and consumption Land transport is an important means of
increasing reliance on it from year to year because of the flexibility and high responsiveness it
has to meet the needs of the transport activity, whether for the transport of persons or for the
transport of goods. Transport is the lifeblood of the developed countries for its distribution
services to other activities With the developments in the global technology and to keep abreast of
the development of the work at the border offices, studies were prepared to conclude the
agreements (joint operation) with the other companies operating in the same jurisdiction.
