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2. Methodology

Statistical data are compiled from annual administrative tables and registra-
tions of the General Company for Ports of Irag and the General Company for
Navy Transport, which include statistical data that reflect the kind, financial and
economic activity of the Company. Data are checked by Transport Statistics Di-
rectorate from the indicators accuracy and competence aspects. Statistical indi-
cators are excluded using descriptive methods. The most important data are in-
cluded to the key indicators.

Central Statistical Organization issues the statistical report that dealing with wa-
ter transport activity in Iraq so that it can provide indicators on the number of
ships arriving and departing (loaded) Iraqi ports, the quantity of imported
goods, revenues, number of employees, employees compensations...etc. so that
these indicators could be adopted and useful for beneficiaries.

3.Concepts and Metadata

1. Port: An area passed by ships and boats for loading and unloading ships
and boats or a place where travelers and persons passed by for completing
official deals.

2. Natural ports: for example Um Qasr, Khor AL-Zubeir, AL-Maakel, Abou
Floos, and AL-Fao.

3. Naval ports: a port of gmmoditeis received on land by trucks and trains
storage in warehouse.

4. Harbor: area of anchored ships and boats for waiting or shipping and re-
pairing.

5. Dock : a part of port for anchoring ships and boats.
6. Goods: Several of industrial, oil, agricultural and crude materials Iclude:
- Quantity of imported goods: weight of cargo in (ton) downloaded through
ports.

- Quantity of uploaded goods: weight of cargo in (ton) exported through
ports.
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1. Introduction

Central Statistical Organization (CSO) resumes issuing annual statistical report on
water transport activity for 2016 in coordination with the Ministry of
Transport/statistics division, which contains statistical indicators of the companies
affiliated to this activity :

1. The General Company for Ports of Iraq

2. The General Company for Navy Transport

The water transport activity plays an important role in building and revitalizing the
national economy and for the importance of this vital activity we have to reach the
real problems facing this activity especially in the Iraqi ports and develop future plans
aimed at upgrading the required level achieved in ports of developed countries. Be-
cause of the importance of this activity which stopped since 1991 due to stoppage of
the activities of these two companies above mentioned during that period. The two
companies have being activated and workers on Iraqi steamships have been supported
and encouraged to be more creative and skillful in accordance with the international
standards ,it was necessary to issue an annual report to know the extent of production
of water transport activity in our country.

Iragi Ports Administration was established in 1909, which specialized in the manage-
ment and navigation within the territorial waters and the maintenance and drilling
works in the Navigational channels. The company is managed by ports of Umm Qasr,
Abo-flous, Magal and Khor Al Zubair. In 1956 it became an independent administra-
tion under Law No. 40 and in 1976 it became the Ports Corporation. In 1987, it was
named the General Establishment of Iraqgi Ports. In 1997, the General Company for
Iragi Ports was established under the Companies Law No. (22) ,one of the company’s
tasks is to provide maritime services for commercial and oil ships and the ports of
Iraq is one of the oldest ports in the region despite the narrowness of the sea view,
which does not exceed 50 kilometers, extending from the head of Faw to the entrance
of Khor Abdullah and there are types of ports such as specialized oil ports for lading
and vacating oil, The port of Basrah oil (Previously al-baker) and Al-Ameek (Khor al-
Amaya) and the port of Rahawi, and there are special ports of loading such as Al-
Maa’kal , Umm Qasr , Khor al-Zubayr and Abu Flus, in addition to the sea fishing
ports, which is characterized by refrigerated stores as the port of Al-Ashar and there
are mechanisms and equipment according to the quality of load, (Cereals and sugar).
The General Company for Navy Transport was established by Law No. 76 of 1952
with a capital of (1) million dinar. The purpose of its establishment was to purchase,
lease and operate ships, as well as navy transport operations transported by the same
company ships. And the acceptance of agencies on shipping companies and opening a
branch in Basra in 1959 to carry out the work of the navy agencies for ships and tank-
ers coming to Iraqi ports, after that ,it was contracted to buy two ships to transport
goods at weight (6000 tons). And received in 1962, where the company operated a
regular shipping line from the ports of North Europe and England to the ports of the
Arabian Gulf in addition to the chartered vessels and thus the number of more than
(14) ships for sea fishing and refrigerated. Transporting liquid trucks such as petrole-
um and petroleum products is the most important type of shipping

In recent years, the transport of dry trucks, such as iron ore, coal, grain, timber and
others, has increased. These changes have affected the formation of the naval fleet,
with the share of specialized ships, particularly liquid tankers,

Ships specialized in the transportation of more than one type of liquids and ore carri-
ers also appeared.
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
